He is a member of theTechnical
Commission for Monitoring and Follow-up of the National Strategy for Children's Rights, the Consultative Forum of
the National Strategy to Combat Poverty and of the Scientific Commission of the Azores Regional Strategy against
Poverty. He has served as Director of the Master's program in Child Studies, the Doctoral program in Child Studies,
and the Department of Social Sciences of Education at UMinho. He was a member of the Portuguese Education
Council (2005-2009). He has supervised 28 doctoral theses, 50 master's dissertations, and 36 postdoctoral
research projects. He has led several scientific research projects and is the author or co-author of 20 books and
over a hundred articles. He is the Director of the journal /nvestigar em Educacéo, published by SPCE. His research
areas include childhood and public policies, children in urban environments, child poverty, children's cultures and

interculturality, child labor, education, and the social status of students.
